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FOREWORD

At the request of the Policy Planning staff of the Foreign Office of the Federal
Republic of Germany, in the late spring and early summer of 2009, a team of
specialists from the James Martin Center for Nonproliferation Studies (CNS)
undertook a series of analyses of selected emerging issues in the fields of arms
control, disarmament, and nonproliferation.

Each study was assigned to a leading CNS specialist, or in the case of the work on
missile defenses to several leading specialists, who were to serve as lead authors.
The work of the lead authors was supported by other CNS experts. While the
recommendations presented represent the consensus of those working on each
project, they should not be taken as institutional positions of CNS or its parent, the
Monterey Institute of International Studies.

The Center’s product from this endeavor is presented in this report, which includes
an overview of the authors’ findings and four substantive studies.
