CONTADNING A DRAFT ADDITIONAL PROTOCOL TO THE TREATY
ON THE NOW-PROLIFERATION OF NUCLEAR WEAPONS REGARDING
NUCTEAR WEAPOW TESTS

Introductery note

In 1ts resolution 2373 (XXIT) of 12 June 1968, the General Assembly of the
United Nations expressed inter alia "the hope for the widest posaible adherence to the
Treafj“ on the Won-Proliferation of Nuclear Weapons.

That hrpe was undovptedly based en the cnnviction stated in unequivocal terms in
the penultimate preambular paragraph of the same reselutien in which thc Assembly
declared itself "convinced” that "an agreement to prevont the further proliferetion of
nuclear weapcns must be fellowed as soon as possible by effective measures on the
cessation of the nuclear arms race and en nuclear disarmament, and that the non-
proliferation treaty will contribute to thic zim".

To the foregoing one must add a vhole geries of facts which are equally pertinent
in this regard,.somr of the most outstanding of which are reca”led hexre:

That the Non-Prmliferation Treaty itself has reiterated in its preamble the
determination, proclaimed since 1963 in the Moseow Treaty, "to achieve the discontinuance
of all test explosions of nuclear weapens for ell time"; |

That in four of its very numerous resolutions en this question, the Assembly has
"condermed" with the utmost vigour all nuclear weapon tests, in whatever environment
they may be conducted;

That the Assembly itseclf has repeatedly expressed the conviction that, "whatever
may be the dlffﬂrences on the questlon nf verification, there is no valid reason for

delaying the conclu51on of a comprehen51ve tegt ban"

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‘That it is also the Assembly, the most representative bhody ef the intermational
cormunity, which has affirmed, in its mnst recent resolution - 3257 (XXIX) of
9 December 1974 - on this subject, that "the continuance of nu:lear weapon testing will
intensify the arms race, thus ingreasing the danger of nuclear war";

That, as the Seeretary-General cf the United Nationscerphatically stated more
than three years age, in his first address to the Cenference of the Committee nn
Digarmament, on 20 Februéxy 1972: "All the technicel] and scientific aspecta of the
rreblem have bean so fully explered that only a pnlztical decisinn is now necesseery in
order to achieve final agreement®. - .

. The inevitehle ccmclusisn which, in the opinion of the delegations co-sponazring
this working paper, is tc be drawn from facts such as those just recalled is that 2ne
of the most effective measures for strengthening the Non-Proliferation Treaty and fnr
promoting universal adherence to it would be that tpe three nuclear-weapon States,
which are n~t only Parties i~ the Treaty but act as its depositaries as well,
demonstrate their readiness to suppert with tengirle deeds the prrvisiens of thg Treaty's
preamble regarding the cessation of nuclear weapon tests. .

For this reason the sponsoring delegations béiieve that they are making a positive
contribution to the work of the Conference in submitting to it a draft "Addit;onal
Protocol I" on this subject. They are also convinced that the entry into foroe of
the propesed instrument would in no way undermine the security of the depositaxy
States, since the extent of the lead in guclear war technoiogy and the enormity of the
‘nuclear arsenals of the USSR and the Unlted States of America are such that, even if
they were t» suspend all nuclear weapcn tests for half a century, it is absolutely '
certain that they would continue to malntaln an 1ndlsputa‘1e superiority. As if this
were not sufficient, tbe Treaty's provisiens regarding withdrawal, which would epply
as well to the Protocel, would give each of the Parties the right to withdraw from the
Protocel, "in exercising its national sovereignty', should any of them reaca the
conclusion that, at a given moment, the suprere intercsts of its country require it.

On the other hand, it is equally certain that a Protocol such as the one propoged would
constitute an incentive of particular value in order to prompt the other nuclear-weapon
States to commit themselves te put an end t~ all »f their tests with such weapons.

The text of the draft Pretasol which, basing tuemselves on the foregoing

conside;ations, the sponsoring delegatisng submit to the Conference is the>£ollowing:
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ADDITICNAL PROTOCCL I TO THE TREATY ON THE NON~PROLIFERATION
OF NUCLEAR WEAPONS

The Depositary Governments cf the Treatl on the Non-Prcliferaticn of Nuclear
Weapons, referred to in this Protocol as '"the Treaty", i

Conscious that universal, or at least the widest possible, adherence to the
Treaty will contribute tc avoid an increase in the danger of nuclear war,

Convinced that one of the mcost effective procedures for attaining such adherence

would be the implementation of the provisicne of the Preamble of the Treaty reiterating
the determination, proclaimed since 1963 in the Moscow Treaty, to achieve "the !
discontinuance of all test explosicns of nuclear weapons for all time",

Have agreed as follows:

Article 1. They undertake to decree the suspension of all their underground [
nuclear weapon tests for a period of ten years, as scon as the number of Parties to k

the Treaty recaches one hundred.

Article 2, They undertake also to extend hy threc years the moratorium contemplatedr
in the preceding article, each time that five additional States Pecome Parties to the !
Treaty.

Article 3. They undertake to transfcrm the moratorium into a permanent cessation

of all nuclear weapon tests, through the conclusion of a mmltilateral treaty for that
furpose, as soon as the other nuclesar weapon States indicate their willingness to
become parties to said treaty.

Article 4. This Protocol will he of the same duratior as the Treaty.

Nevertheless the provisions of the latter's article X regarding withdrawal shall apply to ;
it.

Article 5. This Prctocol shall be subject to ratification by the three Depositary
States <f the Treaty to which it is open for signature and shall enter into force on the
date that the instruments of ratification of twn of them are received by the :
Secretary-General of the United Nations who shall be the depositary of the Protocol.

Introductory note
In ite resolution 2373 (XXII) of 12 Juue 1968, the General Assemdbly of the
United Nations expressed inter alia ‘'the hope for the widest poesidle adherence to
the Treaty'” on the Non-Proliferation of ﬂuclﬁar Weapons. .
That hope was undoubtedly based on the conviction stated in unegquivocal terms in

the pemultimate preambular paragraph of the same resolution in which the Assemdbly
declared itself "obnvinced" that “an agreement to prevent the further proliferation
of muclear weapons must be followed as soon as possible by effective measures on
the cessation of the nmuclear arms race and on nuclear disarmament, and that the
non=-proliferation treaty will contribute to this aim',
It was no doubt for this same reason that the Treaty itself contains an article -
, article VI ~ aimed at reaffirming the Assembly's conviction referred to by providing
- that: '

“Each of the Parties to the Treaty undertakes to pursue negotiations
in good faith on effective measures relating to cessation of the nmuclear
- arms-yace at an-early date and ‘to nuclear disarmament, and on a treaty on
general and complete'¥Wlshrmament under strict and effective international

control."”

If, as set forth in the Treaty's article VIII, the basic objective of this
Conference is to review how ‘the purposes of the Preamble and the provisions of the
Treaty" have been, and are being, realized, the inevitable conclusions to be drawn
from any objective analysis of reality are, with regard to the above-mentianed article,
not only extremely disappointing tut truly alarming. The nuclear arms race, far
‘fiom ceasing as contempleted in the Treaty's article VI, has been stepped up in such

}a manner that it has given rige to the situation kmown ae overkill. Implicit in
i fach & situation is the constant threat of a miclear holocaust, as shown by the two
| #rave crises which in 1962 and 1973 gave rise to a general alert.

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The imminence of this danger appears to have begun to find its way even in the
highest political levels. Thus during the last session of the General Assembly, the
Minister for Foreign Affairs of one of the iwo most powerful nuclear-weapon States
stated emphatically: '

"Stable and lasting peace is incompatible with the arms race. They are
antipodes. One cannot seriously think of eliminating the threat of war,
while at the same time increasing militar;- budgets and endlessly building up
armaments ... The supreme interests not only of the peoples of the Soviet Union
and the United States, but also of the peoples of the whole world require
that, the Soviet Union.and the United States, possessing the colossal might
of muclear weapons, should make every effort to achieve appropriate
understandings and agreements: .

To date the only results which the Treaty's depositary States cap point to
regarding theirfoommitment under article VI are the meagre ones obtained in the.
bilateral negotiations on the limitation of strategic muclear-weapon systems (SALT)
which have been going on for some years. If in the international sphere those
negotiatibna have had some beneficial consequences of a political and psychological
nature, their'yery modest scope aé.diaarmament measures has in practice appeared to
be of no adéaunt. This has prompted the Assembly to urge the Union of Soviet
Socialist Republics and the United States repeatedly, as it did in its latest resolution
in this regard - resolution 3261 C (XXIX) of 9 December 1974 - to broaden the scope and
accelerate the pace of their negotiations, stressing anew "the necegsity and urgency of
reaching agreement on important qualitative limitations and substantial reductions of
their strategic nuolearaweapon systems as & positive step towards ruclear disarmament'.

In the light of the foregoing, it is axiomatic that one of the most effective
measures for strengthéning the Non-Proliferation Treaty and for promoting universal
adherence to it would be that the two States possessing by far the largest nuclear
arsepals in existence demonstrate their readiness to support with tangible deeds the
provisions of the Treaty's article VI relatigg to the cessation of the nuclear arms
race and to miclear disarmament.

For this reason the sponsoring delegations believe that they are making & poaitive
contribution to the work of the Conference in submitting to it a draft "Additional
Protocel II" on this subject. They are also convinced that the entry into foice of
the proposed instrument could not undermine the security of those two debosita:y
States. On the one hand, the reductions suggested would in no way éffect the gystem ‘
on which, are based the proportions that they freely accepted in the Vladivostok accords. ’
Op the other hand, the extent of their lead in nuclear war technology and the enormity
of their nuclear arsenals are such that, even after they had carried out the parity
reductions called for in the Additional Protocol, the number of miclear weapons and of
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delivery vehicles which each one would maintain would still be much superior to that
which might be at the disposal of 2ll of the other nuclear-weapon States taken together.
As if this were not sufficient, the Treaty‘s provigions regarding withdrawal, which
would apply as well to the Protocol, would give each of the Parties the right to
withdraw from the Protocol, in exercising its national sovereignty'', should either
of them reach the corclusion that, at a given moment, the supreme interests of its
country require it. Moreover, it should be borne in mind that a Protocol such as
the one proposed would constitute ar incentive of particular value in order to prompt
the other nuclear-weapon States to adcpt measures for reductions similar to those
set forth in it.

Weapongs - referred to in this Protocol as “the Treaty' - which participate in the
bilateral negotiations on the limitation of strategic ruclear-weapon systenms (sALT),

Conscioug that universal, or at least the widest possible, adherence to the
Treaty will contribute to avoid an increase in the danger of nuclear war,

Convinced that one of the most effective procedures for attaining such adherence
would be the parallel achievement of tangible results relating to nuclear disarmament,

Bearing in mind that in the accords reached =2t Vladivostok in November of 1974

both Governments agreed that each side woull be entitled to have an aggregate maximum
of 2,400 intercontinental ballistic missiles, submarine-launched ballistic missiles and
heavy bombers, and that only 1,32C of the ballistic missiles may be equipped with
multiple independently targetable warheads (MIRV's),

Article 1. They solemnly reaffirm the obligations undertaken in article VI of
the Treaty to pursue ‘negctiations in good faith on effective measures relating to
cessation of the nuclear arms race at an early date and to nu-lear disarmament-.

Article 2. They undertake, as soon as the number of Parties tc the Treaty has
reached one hundred:

(a) To reduce by fifty per cent the ceiling of 2,4C0 ruzlear strategic delivery
vehicles contemplated for each side under the Vladivestcok accords;

(b) To reduce likewise by fifty per cent the ceiling of 1,220 strategic ballistic
missiles which, under those accords, each side may equip with rultiple independently
targetable warheads (MIRV's).
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‘ Article 3. They also undertake, once such reductionz have been carried out, to
‘reduce by ten per cent the ceilings of 1,200 strategic nuclear delivery vehicles and |
of 660 straiegic ballistic missiles that may be equipped with multiple independently

J. REPRESENTATION AND CREDENTIALS

Delegations of Parties to thevTreaty
Rule 1

1. Each State Party to the Treaty on the Non-Proliferation of Nuclear Weapons
(hereinafter "the Treaty") may be represented at the Conference by & head of delegation

and such other representatives, alternate representatives and advisers as may be required.

2. The head of delegation may designate an alternate representative or an
adviser to act as a representative,

Credentials
Rule 2

The credentials of representatives and the names of alternate representatives and
advisers shall be submitted to the Secretary-General of the Conference, if possible not
less than one week before the date fixed for the opening of the Conference.

Credentials shall be issued either by the Head of the State or Government or by the
Minister for Foreign Affairs.

Credentials Committee

Rule 3

The Conference shall establish a Credentials Committee composed of the Chairman
and two Vice-Chairmen elected in accordance with rule 5, and six members appointed by
the Conference on the proposal of the President. The Committee shall examine the
credentials of representatives and report to the Conference without delay.

Provisional participation

. Rule 4

Pending a decision of the Conference upon their credentials, representatives shall
be entitled to participate provisionally in the Conference.

II. OFFICERS

Election

Rule §

The Conference shall elect the following officers: A President and 26
Vice-Presidents, as well as a Chairman and two Vice-Chairmen for each of the two
Main Committees, the Drafting Committee and the Credentials Committee.

2. If the President is unable to attend a meeting of the General Committee, he
may designate a Vice-President to preside at such meeting and a member of his
delegation to take his place. If a Vice-President is unable to attend, he may
designate a member of his delegation to take his place. If the Chairmen of a Main
Committee, the Drafting Committee or.the Credentials Committee is unable to attend, he
may designate one of the Vice-=Chairmen to take his place, with the right to vote unless
he ig of the same delegation as another member of the General Committee.

Functions

The General Committee shall assist the President in the general conduct of the

business oI the Conference and, subject to the decimions of the Conference, shall
ensure the co—-ordination of its work.

IV. CONFERENCE SECRETARIAT

Duties of the Secretary-General of the Conference

Rule 10

‘1. There shall be a Secretary-General of the Conference. He shall aoct in that
capacity in all meetings of the Conference, its committees and working groups, and may
designate a member of the Secretariat to act in his place at these meetings.

5. If the question arises whether a matter is one of procedure or of substance, the
President of the Conference shall rule on the question. An appeal against this ruling
shall immediately be put to the vote and the President's ruling shall stand unless the
appeal is approved by a majority of the representatives present and voting.

6. In cases where a vote is taken in accordance with paragfaphs 1 and 4 above, the
relevant rules of procedure relating to voting of the General Assembly of the
United Nations shall apply, except as otherwise specifically provided herein.

Every State Party to the Treaty shall have one vote.

An
Observer State shzll also be entitled to submi: documents to the parti~ipants in the
Conference.

3. The Unitcd Nations and the International Atomic Energy Agency

The Secretary-General of the United Nations and the Director-General of the
International Atomic Energy Agency, or their representatives, shall be entitled to
attend meetings of the Plenary and of the Main Committees and to receive the
Conference documents. They shall also be entitled to submit material, both crally
and in writing.

4. Specialized Agencies and Regional Intergovernmental Organizations

The Agency for the Prohibition of Nucl ir VWeapons in Lat: i America, other
regional intergovernmental organizations and any specialized agency >f the
United Nations may epply to the Secretary-General of the Conference for Obsgerver
Agency status which will be accorded on the decision of the Conference. An QObserver
Agency shall be entitled to appoint officials tc attend meetings of the Plenary and
of the Main Committees other than those designeted closed meetings and to receive the
documente of the Conference. The Conference mey also invite them to submit, in
writing, their views and comments on questicns within their competence, which may be
circulated as Conference documents.

5. Non-Governmental Organizations

documents of the Conference.

WHEHREAS the spread of nuclear weapons poses an increasing threat to the peace and
security of all nations; and

WHEREAS it is essential that all nations of the world work urgently toward imprOVing‘
safeguards against the diversion of nuclear materials from peaceful to weapons use; and
WHEREAS the Non-Proliferation Treaty serves to deter the fUIther spread of muclear j
weapons; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to Article VIII of that Treaty, & conference of parties commenced
yesterday in Geneva to review the operation of the Treaty with a view to assuring that
its purposes and provisions are being realized; and

WHEREAS the President of the United States, in his message to the Conference, has
stated "Nuclear energy can and should promote the fortunes of nations assembled at this |
Conference. But its destructive potential can and must be contained:" Therefore be it

RESOLVED, that the Senate of the United States -- endorses the purpose of the

Conference as stated in Article VIII of the Non-Proliferation Treaty; and commends the
Prepident's commitment to furthering the objectives of this Treaty.

This review conference offers an opportunity to focus new attention on cur vital
obligation to arrest the spread of nuclear weapons. It is a responsibility that
confronts all nations equally and impartially. Nuclear energy can and should promote
the fortunes of nations assembled at this Conference. But its destructive potential
can and mast be contained.

Support for the Nen-Proliferation Treaty is a major tenet of American policy.
Consequently, I hope that this Conference will:

convey the importance of nen-proliferation to the security of all nations,
hence to global stability;

—— promote international co-cperation in peaceful uses of nuclear energy,
while ensuring that it will not be misused ae a means of mass destruction;

~~ encourage the further development and wider application of effective
safeguards and physical security measures for nuclear materials and
facilities; and

—— review the considerable progress that has been made in arms control and
disarmament since the Treaty was signed, and promote efforts to build
on what has been achieved.

We welcome the important recent additions to the roster of parties to the
Non-Proliferation Treaty, as well as the indications that others are moving toward
adherence. We recognize that the Treaty's promise is not yet fully realized, but we
take satisfaction from what has been achieved. VWe further recognize that no treaty
by itself can prevent the proliferation of nuclear weapons. Yet we remain convinced
that the Non-Proliferation Treaty is an essential means of advancing this purpose.

Although we still have a long way to go, we see in reviewing the record that the
co~operative undertaking to create a more stable world community is well underway.

I take this occasion therefore to re~dedicate the United States to the support of
the Non-Proliferation Treaty and to the high purpose of a stable peace which animates

Introducto: - note

It is generai]y accepted that the non-nuclear-wezpon States, by renouncing
to acquire such weapons in accordance with Articles II and IXII of the Treaty, have
the right to have their independence, territorial integrity and sovereignty
guaranteed againezt the use or threat of use of nuclear weapons.

On the other hand, the acceleration of the arms race and the accumulation of
a great amount of arms during the period since the entry into force of -the Treaty
have led to the increase of the degrec of insecurity in the world.

Resolution 255 (1968) of the Security Council relates to the possible action
to be taken bty the Security Council only when a nuclear attack has occurred. It
does not offer, therefnre, appropriate assuranees for the prevention of the use
or of the threat of use of nuclear weapons.

Finally, it should be rorne in mind, in connexion with this matter, that the
United Nations General Assembly in its Declaraticn of 24 November 1961 solemnly
proclained that the use of nuclear and thermo-nuclear weapons is contrary to the
rules of international law and tn the laws of humanity.

For the above reasons the sponsoring delegations believe that ‘they are making
a positive contribution to the work of the Cenference in submitting to it the
following draft: .
